What does the Kane County Trustee do?

The Kane County Trustee is a firm that is
authorized to act on behalf of the county to
manage any of the parcels/properties
(including mobile homes) in Kane County
that have property taxes that go unsold at the
annual tax auction held by the Kane County
Treasurer’s office. Illinois statute 35 ILCS
200/21-90 allows counties to appoint a trus-
tee. “The County Board of the county in
which the property is located, in its discre-
tion, may bid, or, in the case of forfeited
property, may apply to purchase it, in the
name of the County, as trustee, for all taxing
districts having an interest in the property’s
taxes or special assessments for the nonpay-
ment of which the property is sold. The pre-
siding officer of the county board, with the

advice and consent of the Board may

appoint on its behalf some officer or person
to attend such sales and bid or, in the case of
forfeited property, to apply to the county
clerk to purchase.”

Joseph E Meyer & Associates is the firm cho-
sen as the Kane County Trustee. They have
been Kane’s trustee since 2005. They act as
the trustee for 94 of the 102 counties in Illi-
nois. Their website is www.iltaxsale.com. At
that website you can learn about the upcom-
ing auctions for the properties that they have
for sale after the county has been awarded the
tax deed.

Tax deeds are only issued after the 2.5 to 3
year redemption period expires. During the
redemption period, the trustee is considered
the same as any other tax buyer with the only

exception that the trustee applies the penal-
ty amount of interest at 18% on the initial
tax sale amount. Any questions regarding
redemptions of sold taxes should be di-
rected to the Kane County Clerk’s office,

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HOLIDAY CEREMONY?
Weddings are popular around the holi-

days! If you are having a ceremony in
Kane County, then you need to come to
our office and apply for the marriage or
civil union license. The County Clerk’s
office wants to make you aware of the
county’s holidays are so that you or your
family member can plan when to obtain
the license from our office as well as
when to schedule your ceremony if you
are having it at the Kane County Court-
house. All couples need to come into
our office with a valid government is-
sued photo ID showing they are at least
18 years of age and $32.00 in cash. The
license is valid for 60 days, and there is a
one day waiting period. These are

things to keep in mind when making

ceremony plans and planning your trip
to the Clerk’s office. If you are having
your ceremony at the Kane County
Courthouse, those hours also change
slightly around holiday time. Before you

can schedule an appointment at the

courthouse, vou will need to obtain the

marriage/civil union license from the
Clerk’s Office.

ing. Registering by mail requires the completion of the mail in registration form provided on the Kane Coun-

ty Clerk’s web page and two acceptable forms of ID.

To be eligible to vote you must be a US citizen, be 18 years old by the next General Election, November 8§,

2016 and have resided in the precinct for 30 days prior to the next election.
